The five groups will hold their own
annual state conventionssimultaneously:
however, they will join together to have
three sessions. expressing unity in all the
arts. These three joint sessions will be
held on Thursday morning, Friday night.
and Saturday aftemoon. More detailed
plans concerning these sessions will ap-
pear in the next newsletter.

The steering committee for this joint
adventure consists of the presidents and
program planners from all five groups,
with Don Robinson serving as the

.overall chairman. They carefully plan the |

joint programs and deal with intricate
housekeeping arrangements. Especially
active in the general convention planning
from GMTA are: Betty White, overall
meal function planner; Wayne Gibson,
GMTA’s representative on a special
committee to plan a large, multi-media
presentation at the Civic Center on
Friday night; and Tommy Joe Ander-
son, chairman for obtaining a composer
for a multi-media work commissioned
by and financed by all five groups.

At the opening joint session on Thurs-
day, the commissioned work men-
tioned above will be performed. Gilbert

Trythall, who has been commissioned to
compose this work, is well known to
Atlanta dancers through his com-
position, Echo Space, a multi-media
work performed by the Atlanta Con-
temporary Dance Company.

Except for the three joint sessions,
GMTA will have its own convention for
the remainder of the time. The
customary events of workshops for in-
strumentalists, pianists, vocalists,
organists, and theory teachers will be
held. The main difference between this

convention and other GMTA conven-
tions is that there will be no student
auditions for they will be held on the
usual November dates, 1979. The
Georgia State University Orchestra will
perform and play with GMTA’s Concer-
to competition winner, Vivian Ueng,
student of Lois Finley. Our other
student winners will perform also.

GMTA’s annual banquet will be held
on Thursday night. Special guest for this
event will be Dr. Robert Sutton,
President of MTNA.

The Unified Arts Conference will
present a unique opportunity to the
members of GMTA that of being
able to see Baroque dances actually
being danced! Julia Black, Program for
GMTA., announces the headliner group
for GMTA’s convention: two dancers,
Kathy Curscy and Anne Jacobi, from
the New York Baroque Dance Com-
pany, and three instrumentalists from the
Concert’ Royal--James Richman, har-
psichordist; Sandra Miller, flutist; Mary
Springfels, viola de gamba. The GAEA-
Dance group will join GMTA in atten-
ding sessions of and in financing this
group.

On Thursday of the convention the
Baroque Dance Company will hold two
90 minute sessions in which they will
demonstrate, discuss. and teach steps
of the Baroque dances. To dance a
minuet, a sarabande, a bouree is to
know “infinitely better the length of
phrase, the degree of tension, the tem-
po, the energy of the music!

The Concert Royal will give a session
Friday morning on phrasing, rhythm,
and tempo in Baroque music. James
Richman, harpsichordist, will lead a
session for keyboard members: Sandra
Miller, flutist, a simultaneous session for
woodwinds; and Mary Springfels. viola
de Gamba, for strings. In addition,
James Richman and Sandra Miller, both

accomplished performers- and teachers - -

of Classic, Romantic, and 20th Century
literature, as well as Baroque, will con-
duct master classes on Saturday.

On Thursday afternoon there will be
a group of division sessions available in
a variety of areas. John O'Brien, class
piano expert from Columbus College,
will organize a panel discussion on
Group Teaching and Rhythm. David
Randolph, professor of brass at the
University of Georgia, will expound on
the simplicities and complexities of con-
temporary music for brass players.
