The 1999 GMTA featured
presenter is Dr. James
Miltenberger of West Virginia
University. An authority in con-
temporary Latin American and
American piano music, Dr.
Miltenberger will present a ses-
sion on Contemporary Music for
the Intermediate Student provid-
ing insights for bridging the gap
into more advanced literature. His
Friday evening recital will feature
Twentieth Century Dances and
Improvisations including works
of Claude Debussy, Alberto
Ginastera, Cole Porter, Scott
Green, Ernesto Lecuona, and
Miguel Del Aguila. All levels of
contemporary music will be the
theme of his masterclass on Sat-
urday morning.

A past-president of the West
Virginia Music Teachers Associa-
tion, Dr. Miltenberger is a native
of Ohio. He received his educa-
tion at Miami University of
Oxford, Ohio, and the University
of Rochester's Eastman School of
Music where he was a student of
Jose Echaniz. Currently Profes-
sor of Music at West Virginia
University where he teaches pi-
ano, piano repertoire, and jazz
piano, Dr. Miltenberger has also
served as Interim Chairman of the
Division of Music of the College
of Creative Arts, Keyboard Area
Coordinator, and Chairperson of
the University Faculty. He has
been named Qutstanding Teacher
in the College of Creative Arts

more than once and was in the
first group selected as Qutstand-
ing Teachers of the University by
the West Virginia Foundation.

Dr. Miltenberger has per-
formed with many symphony
orchestras and toured much of the
United States and Europe as a solo
pianist, with the WVU Piano
Quartet, and also with his jazz
group. He has recorded three
compact discs on the ACA label:
Jazz Perspectives: Renaissance/
Rock; Jazz Perspectives:
Putscheid; and Piano Music of the
Americas (a solo piano album of
Latin American and American pi-
ano music). His fourth compact
disc, Jazz Perspectives: Blues &
Steel Drum, was recorded in 1998
by Scotwood Music.
