 _1. Record two videos, one of each of your two Audition pieces.  
 
  2. Create a new account on YouTube for GMTA Auditions (You do not need to 
create a new YouTube account if you already created one for GMTA Auditions) 
 
  3. Create a GMTA Audition Channel on YouTube  
 
  4. Upload your video recordings to YouTube 
 
  5. Send YouTube links to your teacher no later than March 5. 
 
Parents/students have the option this year to upload their own video 
links.  You may do so by following these instructions: 
 
Before adding the YouTube link to Tenuto, please click on the link and confirm: 

1. That the link opens and plays 
2. Video is named correctly (Grade, Registration #, Region #) 

3. List of Repertoire is in “Description” under video 
4. Teacher or student name is nowhere when video is played

How to Edit the Title of YouTube Video 
 
1.   Click on the link of the Local Video you submitted 
2.   Click Edit 
3.   Change “Title” to Grade, Registration # and Region # (Ex. Grade 4 #0000 Region I) 
4.   In the “Description” box, list the repertoire in the order performed on the recording 
5.   Click “Save”
