“"Membership renewal forms will be
mailed to all current members on June 1
of each year. Tne first such mailing will
oceur on June 1, 1975, for membership
registration for the 1975-76 year."

(It is
advised that local treasurers hold all dues
paid at the present time until they have
received from the members the
completed renewal forms). Reminder
notices will be =ent in November to
members who have not paid 1975-76
dues.
