Kennesaw State College hosts the
1990 GMTA Convention October 31
- November 3, 1990. Alexander
Peskanov, acclaimed pianist, will be
the featured recitalist. Peskanov made
his American debut with the National
Symphony Orchestra. This perfor-
mance of the Liszt Concerto in E-flat
“setroaring fires on stage,” according
to Paul Hume in the Washington Post.
Mr. Peskanov has been hailed as one
of the foremost pianists of our time by
critics world-wide. Having studied in
Russia at the Moscow Conservatory,
Peskanov received the bachelor’s and
master’s degrees from the Juilliard
School while studying with Ania
Dorfmann. His recitals and concerto
appearances have been in the major
capitals of the world and with such
orchestras as the London Symphony

Orchestra, the Polish Philharmonic
Chamber Orchestra, the Atlanta
Symphony, Baltimore Symphony, to
name only a few. Mr. Peskanov is
managed by Columbia Artists Man-
agement, Inc. and plays the Baldwin
piano. He will be featured in recital
and will present twomaster classes for
audition winners in the elementary
through college categories. Plan to
attend the convention and hear this
great artist.

The Georgia chapter of National
Association of Teachers of Singing
will hold a workshop in conjunction
with the Convention. Master classes
will be presented by the world-fa-
mous tenor John Alexander. Mr.
Alexander is the first American-born
tenor to establish an international
reputation for his masterful interpre-
tation of the 19th century bel canto
roles almostexclusivelyidentified with
Italian artists. Since his debut with the

Metropolitan Opera in 1961, he has
been constantly indemand forleading
rolesinsuchoperasasLa Clemenzadi
Tito, The Tales of Hoffmann, Ariadne
auf Naxos, Lucia da Lammermoor,
Rigoletto, Manon Lescaut, Die
Meistersinger and many others. Mr.
Alexander made his debut with the
New York City Operaas Alfredoinla
Traviata in 1957. Following these
auspicious debuts Mr. Alexander ap-
peared to critical acclaim in such
prestigious European houses as the
Vienna State Opera and the Royal
Opera House Covent Garden. John
Alexander’s co-stars have been such
distinguished sopranos as Joan
Sutherland, Beverly Sills, and
Montserrat Caballe. In addition to his
opera performances, Mr. Alexander
has been a renowned recitalist, and
oratorio soloist with such orchestras
asthePhiladelphia Orchestra, the New
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
